Agreement between Center of International Cultural and Artistic Exchanges of Yunnan Art Institute and Foreign Students

The Center of International Cultural and Artistic Exchanges of Yunnan Art Institute (here in after called Party A) has agreed to sign this agreement with the undersigned foreign students (here in after called Party B), who have chosen to study here:

4. Rights and obligations of both parties

A. Rights and obligations of Party A

1. Assist Party B in going through procedures of lawful residence and get the qualification of the study in China, enrollment in Yunnan Arts Institute, confirmation of their status as foreign students, and deliver the student cards as well. Student who studies less than 3 months will not get the student card.

2. Arrange courses for Party B according to the major and process of study; provide 8-15 Chinese courses or 4-16 art courses. For Chinese courses, 8 hours per week is the minimum.

3. Provide Party B with information on studying, living, traveling, and security in china; help Party B solve the problems arising.

4. Guarantees the teaching quality. Party A will not terminate classes or change class schedule ad arbitrium. Party A will be responsible for any problem in teaching.

5. In accordance with regulations concerning foreign students in China, Party A will supervise Party B and charge the tuition fee. If Party B leaves the institute halfway or breaks the regulations during their studies, Party A will not reimburse the tuition, and will cancel their foreign student status in China. In case of the special circs, Party B needs to put in the application.
B. The rights and obligations of Party B

1. Obey the laws of China and the rules of the institute.

2. Tuition and registration fees shall be paid one-off at the enrollment time. (not include study equipment, medical and transportation fees, Visa and Residence Permit fees).

3. Select any major offered by the institute, but may not change major after commencing study.

4.  Is required to have a basic knowledge of Chinese before starting an art course. Otherwise Party B needs to learn Chinese at first. Party A will not be responsible if Party B terminates the study because of language problem. And will not reimburse the tuition.
5. Obeys the study schedule, Party B is not allowed to ask for leave or to be absent from class at will. Otherwise Party B will responsible for any problem resulted by personal reasons. Party A will not reimburse the tuition.

6. During the study in Kunming, if Party B will go for traveling he is required to hand in a written application a week in advance to the foreign affairs office. If Party B decides to leave school without finishing the study, he is required to fulfill the formalities and turn back the residence permit and the student card, and change the visa type to “L” as well.

7. During the study in Kunming, Party B may live out of the school and do the residence registration as soon as he/she gets an address. So that party A can help them to apply the residence permit. If Party B changes the address, he is required to report the local police office and Party A as well within one week. 

8. During the stay in China, Party B is suggested to buy a Medical Insurance and Accidental Insurance of Safety. Party A will not responsible for the result caused by the accident, but has the responsibility to help Party B to solve the problems. 

9. During studying in Kunming, Party B is prohibited from seeking jobs, except for some special cases or with the permission of the school.

10. During studying in Kunming, Party B is prohibited from participating in any illegal religious mission activity, illegal assemble, demonstration, or gluing any notice related to politics, and so on. Otherwise will be punished by the Public Security Bureau once discovered.

11. Is required to obey the laws of China and rules of the school. And pay attention to the self-safety.

B. Both parties should respect the customs and traditions mutually. Party B has the same weekends and holidays during the studying in China, before the long holidays, Party B is required to report the plan of holidays to Party A, and pay attention to the self-safety.
C. This agreement is printed in both English and Chinese version.

D. This agreement becomes effective from date of signature.
